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The Scholarship is soliciting candidates for an award of $1500 to support the study of metrology and quality during the 2004–2005 school year.  The award—to be administered by the school of the awardee— may cover tuition, fees, books and other incidental academic expenses for the winning scholar.

The Scholarship is in memory of Dr. Joe D. Simmons, who was Chief of the NIST Calibration Program, NIST liaison to the National Conference of Standards Laboratories, recipient of the Measurement Science Conference’s Andrew J. Woodington Award and the National Conference of Standards Laboratories’ Wildhack Award, cofounder and Chair of the Measurement Quality Division of the American Society for Quality Control (ASQ), and founding Chair of the Measurement Quality Conference. He devoted his later career to promoting institutional support for metrology as the cornerstone of quality.  The Scholarship fosters the furtherance of metrology through education by striving to:

a) support the academic pursuit of a metrology career by worthy students;

b) promote and improve measurement science education and educational opportunity;

c) encourage talented individuals to enter the field of metrology; and

d) stimulate professionalism in metrology

through an annual award to a student exhibiting scholastic excellence in the study of measurement science and quality.  The Scholarship is supported by the ASQ Measurement Quality Division, the Measurement Science Conference, NCSL International, and many individual friends and colleagues of Joe Simmons.  It is to be awarded annually, with the awardee’s name announced at the annual conferences of the sponsoring organizations.

Educational institutions having curricula with substantial metrology content are urged to encourage high-potential students to apply.
